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INTRODUCTION 
 

What is Surf Life Saving Australia?  
 
Surf Life Saving Australia (SLSA) is Australia’s major water safety and rescue authority and is 
one of the largest volunteer organisations in the country. 
 
Our mission is “to provide a safe beach and aquatic environment throughout Australia.” 
 
SLSA and its state centres provide patrol services on 400 of the 11,560 beaches around 
Australia’s 36,735 km of coastline. 
 
In addition to this core service and responsibility, SLSA also contributes to the community by: 
 

• Training volunteer surf lifesavers and paid lifeguards to undertake rescues, administer first aid and take 
preventative actions to keep our beaches safe; 
• Developing and implementing community and school education programs 
• Providing helicopter, jet and offshore rescue boat services; 
• Managing and delivering surf sports events, including the Australian Surf Life Saving Championships. 
 
As at June 2008, total membership was 140,000 spread across 306 affiliated surf lifesaving 
clubs within 7 states and territories. Of these, around 40,000 actively patrol our beaches and 
almost 52,000 are ‘nippers’ (junior surf lifesavers aged from 5 to 13). 
In the 2007-08 season, our volunteer members were involved in 12,500 rescues, taking to 
more than 540,000 the total number of lives saved since the formation of the original surf 
lifesaving association in 1907.  

How did surf lifesaving begin?  
 

During the nineteenth century, legislation banned bathing in public between the hours of 6am 
and 8pm. As a consequence of the lifting of these bans, the popularity of what was called surf-
bathing increased rapidly. Unfortunately however, so did the number of bathers who got into 

difficulty in the surf.  Australia's unique surf lifesaving movement, born in Sydney in 1907, was 
to ease our fears and inhibitions. Stillwater lifesaving was introduced from the United Kingdom 

in the late 1800s, but its techniques were not suited to the surf. The Aussie brand was 
innovative, combining established approaches with the knowledge garnered by our pioneering 

surf bathers. Early efforts to save those in trouble in the surf were largely individual, and 
erratic, but talented swimmers soon formed well-trained squads; and a broader movement that 
reinforced cherished Australian values of volunteerism and mateship. Training, competitions 
and rescues all took place in the public space of the beach, where hundreds would crowd to 
observe the drama and the skill of surf lifesaving. With lifesavers on duty, beaches became 
exhilarating places for swimming and surfing, rather than potential tragedy. Surf lifesaving, 
through what became Surf Life Saving Australia, also helped to allay Australians' anxieties 

about revealing their bodies by associating the human form with discipline, selflessness and 
national pride. Of course not all surf lifesavers lived up to this high standard. Many men joined 

the clubs merely for the personal prestige and access to their facilities. However the 
movement's overall image was of wholesome self-sacrifice, bodily power and moral good. And 

the public service allowed Australia's beaches to be transformed into a national playground.  
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Northcliffe History  
 

Northcliffe Surf Club was formally founded on the 1st February, 1947 as a volunteer lifesaving 
club patrolling the beach just South of Surfers Paradise on the Gold Coast. Since its 
conception, the club has grown from strength to strength in all aspects of the Life Saving 
movement. 
 

The name Northcliffe came from an estate developed by Brisbane Real Estate agents Thornton 
and Pearce in 1917. It was named after an English press baron - Lord Northcliffe, the father of 
modern journalism, whose London Daily Mail revolutionized the way newspapers were 
presented.  
 

The Northcliffe nippers were formed on the 17th December 1966 when Labrador State School 
teacher Peter Fitzpatrick joined up 12 of his pupils. On the 5th November, 1975 the clubhouse 
was destroyed by fire along with club photos and records. The club was without a building for 
two months while the new building was being finished at a new site at Thornton St. On the 28th 
December 1975 the new clubhouse was officially opened. 
 

Northcliffe has built a strong base of patrolling members, which is so important considering our 
location in such a highly populated tourist area. We have approximately 250 Active patrolling 
members and over 400 Junior Activities Members who we hope to retain as the future of our 
club. The club also has over 7000 social members. 
 

Northcliffe has had a history of success in the Surf Sports arena, being the Australian Open 
Champion Club for the past six years in a row. Northcliffe also boasts some of Australia’s 
highest profile Surf Life Saving Athletes including current Australian Ironman Champions Kristyl 
Smith & Pierce Leonard, Australian Ironman runner-ups Elizabeth Pluimers & Nathan Smith, 
Kelloggs Series Champion Shannon Eckstein & Australian Champions such as Zane Holmes. 
 

Northcliffe Surf Life Saving Club is heavily involved in the community through our Community 
Benefit Fund that was founded in 2007. The fund has assisted several charities such as 
Montrose Access, Canteen, Cerebral Palsy League and the Starlight Foundation. Northcliffe 
also holds many functions at the club that benefit various organisations.

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Nippers  
 

The Surf Life Saving Junior Activities Program has become one of the most  successful 
children’s development and sporting program in Australia.  It encourages children to learn 
new skills and promotes active involvement of parents, creating a learning environment 
from which both children and parent can both benefit from, which may some day save 

someone’s life.  This information booklet is designed as a general guide to the Northcliffe 
Junior Activity program we will be conducting this year.   

 

Why join nippers? 
· Instruction in surf safety & surf awareness 
· Lifesaving & first aid skill development 
· Competitive sport activities 
· Platform to senior patrolling duties 
· To increase fitness and be involved in an active lifestyle 
· Enjoyable social activity for children & parents 
 

Northcliffe club days are the foundation from which we build our basic surf and 
competition skills along with awards and accreditations such as the Surf Rescue 
Certificate.  Club days are held every Sunday between the months of September and 
March and begin at 8.30am.   
 

Each age group has an Age Manager with one or two assistants. The Age Manager is 
responsible for the education, training and organisation of the group. 
 

The coaches of water and beach activities have overall control of the Junior Development 
Training Squad sessions, school holiday program and extra activities. 
 

The Northcliffe Junior Activities are controlled by the Junior Activities Committee which 
meets on a monthly basis to discuss future planning and current operations. All members 
and parents are welcome to attend and contribute at these meetings. 
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MEMBERSHIP 
 

Who Can Join?  
 

Membership is limited to children aged 7 to 13 (Under 8-14), although we also run a 
program for nippers, aged 5 and 6 (Under 6 and 7). These age groups are explained on 
the next page. 
 

The other pre-requisite is that at least one parent joins the Club and is encouraged to join 
one of the volunteer groups (officials, water safety or a member of the taskforce) to 
contribute to the running of club days and carnivals.  
 

How To Join?  
 

Sign On Days & Swim Proficiency  
 

Prior to joining the surf club, it is compulsory that all children be tested at the start of 
each season before they enter or participate in any Surf Life Saving Australia Junior 
Activity Program.  
 

Nipper Sign On Days and Proficiency Swims will be conducted at Southport Olympic 
Pool from 8.30 – 10.00am on the following dates. All nippers are required to do their 
swims before signing up.

If you cannot make one of the sign on days above, you can still complete your swim by 
attending one of our weekly swimming sessions

Here you will need to see our Head Nipper Coach, Gavin Hill who will record your name 
and then the appropriate membership forms can be filled out at the Club. If you cannot 
make any of these days, please contact Tiarne Smith on 5539 8091.

 Under 14  400m freestyle in less than 9 mins 3 minute survival float 
 

As well as the swim proficiency, members must complete their run-swim-run prior to 
competing at any carnivals. This test is carried out at Northcliffe and involves a 
continuous effort of running, swimming (freestyle) and running.

This levy is for nippers 
who do not own a board and gives members use of a club owned nipper board during the 
season at scheduled training sessions and carnivals.

This levy will 
enable us to purchase more craft, repair accidental dings and also encourage nippers to 
look after the boards.

These age groups are designed to 
give children and also parents a firm understanding of beach rescues, resuscitation, carnival 
events along with preparation for senior level membership. 
 
The age group is determined as of midnight on the 30th September at the commencement of 
each season.

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Nipper Days  
 

First Day of Nippers – Sunday, September 13th  
 

All nippers are to meet at 8.15am in front of the surf club. Clothing will be available to    
purchase from 7am from the club or you can come in earlier during the week to beat the 
first day rush.  

What To Bring & Do On Club Days  
 

On the Northcliffe club days, all children must wear a Club cap and plenty of sunscreen. 
The cap is important as it makes supervision much easier both in and out of the water. It is 
also recommended that children bring a water bottle and wear a club wet shirt. 
 
 

On club days all children assemble on the grassed area in front of the Clubhouse at 
8.15am, 15 minutes before the scheduled commencement time, and be wearing their  
swimmers, cap, sunscreen (and wet shirt). Age Managers will call a roll and mark off an 
attendance sheet. There are also important safety measures that are undertaken to  en-
sure the child’s safety at all times. These include; 
 

Children must stay with their Age Manager at all ti mes,  
unless coaches take over for a specific activity. 

 

If children must leave their group, to go to the to ilet etc,  
the Age Manager must be told prior to them leaving.  

 

Whilst in the care of an Age Manager,  
no child is to enter the water unless authorized by  the leader. 

 

At the conclusion of the days activities children are again checked off the attendance roll 
before they leave their group. Children are not to leave the Clubhouse or its surrounds until 
collected by the adult responsible for them. 
 

Championship Days  
 

3 nipper days throughout the season will be designated as Championship Days. To be 
eligible for Age Champion, the nipper member must attend at least 50% of Sunday nipper 
days. The best 2 overall days will determine the age champion. Points are awarded as 
follows 1pt = 1st place, 2 pts = 2nd place etc. The nipper with the lowest points total wins.

Head Junior Coach:  Gavin Hill  
Gavin Hill is a past competitor himself winning numerous State, Australian and World Titles 
throughout his career. In the 2008/2009 season for the 45-49yrs age group Gavin won the 
Australian Board Race and Runner-up in the ironman. He has also won the 2008 Coolangatta 
Gold for his age group.  
 

Assistant Junior Coach: Tiarne Smith 
Tiarne has won the Australian Short Board Riding and Long Board Riding Titles both 4 times 
each. In previous years, she competed in the board races, picking up several State medals and 
winning the Australian Open Women’s Board Rescue title in 2001. She joined Surf Lifesaving as 
an U6 nipper.

This programme is available to all junior activities members in the U8-14 age groups who wish 
to improve their skills and fitness. Current training schedules are available from the club or can 
be downloaded from our website.

·   Begin to concentrate more on specific area (beach/water) but still  train at both 
·   Work on “intermediate skills” and have reasonable knowledge of rules  
·   Begin moderate endurance training to help with Iron and extra events now available 
·   Increase confidence in surf and surf awareness 
·   Promote good training ethics and desire to train to improve 
 

U11  
·   Catch unbroken wave, Swim in a pack with head down, know when to wade or duckdive 
·   Introduce board rescue skills, angle across wave, chasing runners 
·   Beach relay changes at speed, correct sprint starts, correct flags technique and dive 
 

U12  
·   Hold body wave using arm, correct wading 
·   Advanced board rescue skills. Negotiate surf using correct choices, late take offs 
·   Speed drills introduced, fine tune skills on beach 
   
 U13 & U14 Daily training. 6 or more sessions / week 
·   Understand how to regulate training around school, holidays, exams 
·   Provide serious trainers with log book to monitor training 
·   Promote training with Senior squad and attending senior carnivals once SRC is obtained. 
·   Understand competitive pathways from Junior to Senior (Branch – State - National) 
  

SWIM, BOARD, BEACH 
Technique and skill acquisition becomes more individual and correlated to carnival performance  
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What events are there?  
 

Beach Flags - Competitors lie down in the sand, facing away from the flags. At the signal they 
get to their feet, turn and sprint to a flag (piece of hose) placed in the sand. There is always 
less flags than competitors. Anyone who fails to gain a flag is eliminated until there is only 
two nippers left. The competitor who wins the last flag, wins.               U8 - U14  

 
Beach Sprint - the beach sprint course is usually set over 70m. Starting when the whistle is 

sounded the competitor sprints across the soft sand through the finish line. The first       
competitors’ chest across the finish line is deemed the winner.                U8 - U14  

 
Beach Relay - the beach relay consists of a team of four competitors and a baton (rubber 

hose). Members 1 and 3 are stationed at one end of the course whilst members 2 and 4 are 
at the other. The object is to successfully complete the race without dropping the baton and 
exchanging within the set boundaries. First across the line wins.                 U8 - U14  

 
Board Race - this race is done using a board to negotiate the break, follow a set course of 

buoys and return to shore surfing the waves back to the beach. Board requirements for the 
U9-10s are on 2m long foam boards; U11-13s are 2m long fibreglass boards and U14s use 
a Malibu fiberglass board, 3.2m in length                         U9 - U14  

 
Board Rescue - consisting of 2 nippers, a swimmer and a board paddler. The swimmer enters 

the water, swims to their coloured buoy and signals to the board paddler, who paddles out, 
around the buoy, picks up the swimmer and both competitors paddle to the beach, both   
carrying the board over the line.               U11 - U14  

 
Board Relay - a board relay team consists of three competitors all with their own board. The 

first team member paddles out around the buoys then heads back towards the shore and 
tags with the second team member who does the same. The final team member has to   
complete the same course and then run through the finish line. The first team to successfully 
pass all the buoys and cross the finish line will be declared the winner.        U9 - U14  

 
Surf Race - the surf race involves swimming around a course of buoys placed out in the 

ocean. Getting through the shore break can be tough, as well as the return to the beach 
negotiating the waves, but then to be a lifesaver you must be tough. The distances for the 
U9-U10 is approx 200m and 300m for the U11-U14.                   U9 - U14  

 
Surf Teams - consisting of four members, all competitors swim in the same race, around the 

buoys and back to the beach. Each placing is given a certain amount of points e.g. First = 1 
point, tenth = 10 points. The team with the least amount of points win or in the case of a 
draw, the team who crossed the line first, wins.                           U9 - U14  

 
Ironman/Ironwoman - in the nipper age groups the ironman/ironwoman race involves three 

legs including the board and the swim sections with a run in between each of these. This is a 
tough event which requires endurance, strength and plenty of skills.         U11 - U14  

 
 

U8 - U10 team events can be mixed (male and female) 
11 - U14 team events are single sex (all male or all female) 
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sounded the competitor sprints across the soft sand through the finish line. The first

Cameron Relay - involves 4 members, a swimmer, a board paddler and 2 runners. The swim-

mer completes a swim race, and tags the runner near the shore who runs along the beach 
and tags the board paddler who completes a board race before tagging the last runner who 
sprints towards the finish line.                                            U11 - U14  

 
Wade Race - Athletes have to wade, dive or swim their way through waist depth water around 

the three Water Safety Markers from left to right, then make their way back up the beach 
through the finish line.              U8 - U10  

 
Wade Relay - this relay race consists of 4 competitors. The first member runs and wades 

around the water safety markers, back to the beach where they tag the second member who 
does the same. They tag the third and finally forth and final member who runs through the 
finish line.               U8 - U10  

 
R & R -  2 and 5 person R & & teams compete in a precise drill that simulates rescue and  

resuscitation. Points are given for incorrect procedures. The team with the least amount of 
points, wins.       Combined U11 - U14  

 
Marchpast 
 Teams of 12 are judged on their ability to march correctly to a predetermined drill around the 

carnival arena. Points are given for incorrect procedures. The team with the least amount of 
points, wins.           Combined U11 - U14  

 
First Aid 
 2 members are required to apply first aid procedures to patients in a scenario.       U12 - U14 
 
Champion Lifesaver 
 Members complete a range of physical races plus a theory paper and are allocated points 

for each event.             U11 - U14  
 
Patrol Competition 
 Members form a team and complete a range of physical races plus a theory paper and are 

allocated points for each event.         U14

 Normally 4 competitors enter the water for a heat and catch waves. Maximum 10 waves are 

scored with best 2 waves counted. Points are judged on the most radical moves in the most 
critical part of the wave for the longest ride. The nipper with the highest total proceeds to the 
next round or wins.           U11 - U14 

 
 

U8 - U10 team events can be mixed (male and female) 
11 - U14 team events are single sex (all male or all female) 
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Competition  
 

Competition is quite possibly the most successful recruiting tool for the Surf Life Saving 
Movement. The Surf Sports program offers a wide range of competition events for all ages 
culminating in the Junior Queensland Championship each year.  
 

Who can compete? 
U8-U14s are the only age groups allowed to compete at carnivals. There are no 
competitions for U6 & U7 age groups. Nippers who have completed their run-swim-run 
can compete but need to obtain their age award before competing at Branch or State. 
Carnivals are divided into U8-10 and U11-14 age groups. The main carnival for the       
U8-10s is Branch and the U11-14s is the State Titles at Emu Park 16-18th April 2010. 
 

Where are carnivals held? 
Carnivals are mainly held on the Gold Coast although some U11-14 carnivals occasionally 
compete on the Sunshine Coast.  
 

How long do the carnivals go for? 
U8-U10 Carnivals are usually held over one day whereas the U11-U14 carnivals can be 
held over two days (Sat & Sun).  Most carnivals marshal approx 7.45am, with a club warm 
up being held at 7am. Most carnivals involve long hours so be prepared to be at the beach 
most of the day. 

How to enter? 
Advise your Age Manager or Tiarne Smith before the carnival closing date (normally about 
10 days before the carnival). It costs $11 per nipper to enter into a carnival and we do not 
get a refund if you don't compete. One carnival last season cost us nearly $2000.  
 

What to Bring? 
There are Northcliffe tents that we provide for our members and we ask parents to bring 
their own umbrella/tent/chair and sit nearby. You will require plenty of water and food to 
last the day, suncream, nipper cap, club costume and warm clothes if the weather/wind 
turns.  

Club Craft 
Northcliffe has a variety of fiberglass and foamie boards that members can use at 
carnivals. This craft will be transported to the carnival via our board trailer, and the boards 
will be taken to the beach near the tent. You are required to bring back any craft used to 
the tent immediately after your race. 

 
How can parents help? 

Without the help of parents, nipper days and carnivals would not be able to be held. The 
club needs to supply one official and one water safety officer for every nipper entered. 
Eg 70 members entered, 7 officials and 7 water safety officers. Information about 
officialling and water safety can be found on page 16. 

 
Team Selections? 

 

Northcliffe also compete in a number of team events at carnivals during the season. 
Selection into these teams are made by the Age Group Managers, Club Coaches and 
Team Managers of each age group and are based on performance at previous carnivals  
and nipper days with the ultimate decision lying with Gavin Hill, Head Junior Coach.

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Parental Involvement  
 

Parents are encouraged to assist in the running of the club days with tasks such as age 
group managers and assistants, fundraising activities and administration. We ask parents 
who are members to volunteer as either an official, water safety officer or part of the beach 
setup taskforce. These volunteers are required for specific activities, mid-week training, surf 
carnivals and nipper days, so it is of great importance that Northcliffe has a depth of 
personnel to call on during the nipper program. You may be asked to helped at a few nipper 
days or carnivals.  

Officials  
 

Officials help with the running of the carnivals either by judging, marshalling competitors, 
presenting medals, recording results or starting races. You will need to complete a Level 1 
Surf Official course to be able to official at carnivals. 
The next officials course will be at Northcliffe Su rf Club, Sunday 4th October 8.30am 

Advise Tiarne if you wish to attend at least one month in advance. 
 

Water Safety  
 

Water safety mainly spend their time in the water on nipper days and/or carnivals either on 
rescue boards, swimming with tubes/ fins or being markers for the wade races, monitoring 
nippers during their races. You need to have either a current Surf Rescue Certificate or 
Bronze Medallion to be a Water Safety officer. Please contact Lea Cooke for more 
information on course dates. 

Beach Setup Task Force  
 

Responsible for the set up and pack up of equipment at carnivals and nipper days.  
Depending on the amount of volunteers we have, you may be asked to help on a few nipper 
days setting up and/or putting away of equipment and/or at a carnival. 

 

Working With Children Check  
 

Northcliffe is committed to protecting children from harm and promoting their wellbeing. An 
important child protection initiative of the Surf Life Saving movement is the participation in 
the working with children check as set up by the Commission for Children and Young 
People. This ensures all volunteers who work with children undergo a criminal history check 
and imposes penalties on persons who fail to comply with the requirements of the Act. A 
blue plastic suitability card is issued to the applicant which remains valid for two years. We 
recommend all volunteers and parents helping with nippers apply for a blue card. 
 

Parental/Guardian Code  
 

· Remember that their child participate in surf lifesaving for their own enjoyment 
· Focus on their child’s efforts and performance rather than winning and losing 
· Show appreciation for good performance by all participants 
· Never ridicule or yell at their child or other children for making a mistake. 
· Respect officials decisions and teach their children to do likewise. 
· Not physically or verbally abuse or harass anyone associated with the activities (eg. 

coach, official, age manager, etc.) 
· Be a positive role model for others. 
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After Juniors  
 

A primary objective of the Junior Activities is the introduction to the senior club after the age 
of 14. From here members are asked to perform voluntary beach patrols utilising skills learnt 
during their junior years.  
 

The reward for those who continue on to the senior ranks is considerable. In return for a 
members patrolling service, the Club offers a range of facilities and services such as 
comprehensive coaching programs, a large array of life saving awards and competition 
opportunities.  
 

Juniors initially enter into the Under 15 category and will undergo the Bronze Medallion 
qualification.
